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Any disclosure information, patent information lists, and the relevant
certification materials shall be submitted or sent by post to the relevant
National Professional standardisation Techniques Commission or
departments in charge. The granted patent certification materials shall be
considered as the copy patent register book, and the accepted patent
application certification materials shall be considered as the patent

application notification.
